· The second reference must be from a school or TSTA employee.

· Each letter should discuss your potential leadership abilities within the district, association or the community.

5.  Ambassador/Local/Region responsible for transportation, $50.00 registration fee and incidentals. TSTA/NEA will provide 4 nights of lodging (double occupancy) and meals (breakfast, lunch, snacks and dinner).
